Recommendation: REFUSAL
This building is the former vicarage of Friezland Church and dates from circa 1850. Together with the Church it is one of the best works of local architect George Shaw and is characterised by its fine Gothic revival style. The materials are of a very high standard as is the detail design of the building. The tiling on the roof is particularly noteworthy. These factors justify its designation as a Grade 2 listed building. For these reasons the design and materials of the extension are totally inappropriate. A fake timber framed building in this context cannot be justified and has no historic basis. It would seriously detract from the group value of the Gothic Church and vicarage. The intrusion of further velux windows into the magnificent tiled roof is totally unacceptable and would lead to a significant loss of character.
