1030. Declarations of Interest – None

1031. Tourist Bus – a meeting is being arranged with G.M.I.T.A., to discuss the service, a full report will be presented to a future meeting of this committee.

1032. Community Toilet Scheme – Members considered an update report on the scheme, the report was received and noted. Members agreed that it was an excellent scheme that was working well and was receiving compliments from visitors to the area. 

1033. Civic Hall Modernisation Phase 2 – The construction work will start after the Election Court has re-convened. 

1034. Oldham Council LDF – Core Strategy – preferred options – the Planning Policy Sub-committee will draft a response to the document.
1035. Provision of Information to the Public – The provider of the old web-site will be asked to remove it. Details of the number of visitors to the new web-site will obtained. 
1036. Parish Plan – nothing to report. 

1037. Rights of Way – It was agreed that the Council will support the application to register the footpath once the legal position has been clarified.
1038. Peak Park – The LDF is out for consultation following changes made by the government. There are ongoing discussions about Finance and Governance.

South Pennine Forum – the next meeting is due in November. 

1039. Transport – The boundary wall repairs on Chapel Road provide an opportunity to re-align the carriageway to provide parking bays, it was agreed Councillor Franklin will arrange a meeting with the Greenfield councillors, GGRA and Unity to draw up a possible scheme. It was suggested that parking restrictions were required on Woods Lane, a scheme has been discussed in the past. The bid to CABE to de-clutter had been unsuccessful, the District partnership are going to form a working group to look at all the issues. Slaithwaite and Marsden rail users are meeting with their MP to discuss a number of issues with the Manchester – Huddersfield line. 
1040. Affordable Warmth – The next meeting of the group is on Wednesday 24th November.

1041.  Pennine Prospects – The A.G.M. was well attended.
1042. District Partnership – supporting the Community Toilet scheme, looking at extending it to Grotton and Lees. Streetscene are dealing with broken or damaged seats. £50k has been provided as part of the match funding for a permanent solution to the drainage problems at Churchill Playing Fields. The next village a month is in Grotton with the PACT meeting in Grotton Pavilion. The following village a month will be in Delph at the end of November. The next District Partnership meeting will be on December 2nd at Diggle Band Club.  

1043. Conservation Area Advisory Committee – a vacancy had arise on the Committee following the resignation of Richard Darlington. Members were asked to pass details of interested people to the Clerk. It was agreed that a press release would be produced by Councillors Buckley and Cullen inviting local people to express an interest in joining the Committee. Details of all nominations will then be considered by this Committee. 
1044. Water Power – the scheme is progressing extremely well and is a viable proposition, the working group have thanked the Parish Council for their hospitality in hosting meetings.
1045. Saddleworth & Lees Information Network – the next meeting is on 4th November.
1046. Budget monitoring – Members considered a report from the Clerk on the projected expenditure and income for the current year, the report was received and noted.
1047. Accounts for Payment – The list of Accounts for Payment was approved by the Committee. The total expenditure being £25,214.83 and income being £92,098.00. There were no payments made in accordance with Section 137 and 139 of the Local Government.
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
