1988.	Minutes from the TTE Committee meeting held 16th March 2026
These were accepted as a true record and signed by Cllr Beeley. Proposed Cllr Garner, seconded Cllr Powell.

1989.	Matters Arising
Parking on Grains Rd – Cllr Beeley read out the response from GMP Sergeant Andrew Holian regarding the speed watch campaign across Saddleworth. This will be emailed out to the Committee. 
Mr Bayley reported that Highways had changed the 7.5 tonne weight limit signage across all villages to state access for loading only, which has been requested previously. 


Some of the 20mph signage across Delph and all villages still require installation. 
Clerk would contact Highways regarding this, and whether the traffic order had been passed for the completion of these signs.

Mr Bayley reported that the wall had been rebuilt in front of Delph Library; it was a big improvement, however, a bush had also been planted which was affecting the sight lines for those turning at the bottom of Grains Rd. The lines had been repainted.
Clerk to follow up with Highways. 

Station Road Uppermill – Cllr Beeley advised both Cllr Blackmore and herself were keeping up the pressure on these concerns.

Lydgate Crossroads – was discussed.
It was agreed the Clerk would contact Cllr Bishop to request she provide an update in time for the next meeting. 

Japanese Knotweed – this will now be added to the next agenda of the Environment Committee.

Line Markings in Delph – Cllr Beeley read out an email received from OMBC regarding these concerns; most of the work had been completed. This email will be shared with the committee.  The Committee expressed its thanks to Mr Storey and Ms Bower from Highways for facilitating this. 

Nudger Green, Dobcross – no response received to date from Highways,
Clerk to contact Highways.

Old Lane/Thorpe Lane Austerlands – Highways have advised that this had been previously reported by Cllr Harkness. The area has an excellent safety record and would not qualify for traffic calming measures. Plus round top road hump on a road with a gradient can lead to the grounding of vehicles and presents issues in winter conditions. A speed survey was conducted around a year ago and average speed was 28mph. Some new software being trialled with connected vehicles is showing an average speed of 25mph. 

356 Bus update – Cllr Garner advised the Bee Network had investigated his complain and apologised for going off route; the bus route now seemed to be going to plan. However, he did advise residents were complaining the busses were driving too fast through Friezland
Cllr Garner to contact Bee Network and request they follow the 20mph limit. 

Solar Power update – to be added to the agenda of the next Environment meeting.

1994. New Concerns to report

Cllr Duncan suggested the junction of Huddersfield Rd (A62), Platting Rd and Doctor Lane in Scouthead could be investigated. At peak times in particular, the two minor roads are backed up while giving way to Huddersfield Rd. Mr Bennett advised it is an accident blackspot. Cllr Powell advised that at the recent community meeting attended by GMP, they advised they were already looking at this. 
The Clerk will contact Highways, copying in GMP, requesting a meeting with Parish Councillors at the junction where safety measures could be discussed. 

Cllr Powell mentioned a resident had requested the 20mph sign in Denshaw Rd, approaching Delph, be relocated further back as it is difficult to see when approaching from Denshaw.

Cllr Powell advised the double yellow lines near Diggle, at the junction with Huddersfield Rd and Ward Lane were very faded, close to the chip shop, and further up as well.

Cllr Powell requested that the 30mph sign heading towards Diggle, near the junction with Huddersfield Rd, be relocated further back beyond the houses
Clerk to contact Highways

Mr Bayley requested that the recently installed 30mph sign on Dobcross New Rd be relocated as it was placed next to a tree that is now in full leaf and it is not very visible.
